2. Term of Contract: This contract begins when the client provides the Horse to Stable and continues until terminated in writing by either party. However, Client agrees to pay all outstanding costs, fees, expenses to Stable before the Horse is returned to the Client.

3. Ownership of Horse: (Please select one)
___ Fully owns and has clear title and registration
___ Is buying the horse
___ Is leasing the horse
___ Manages the horse

4. Care and Maintenance: During the term of this contract, Stable will provide reasonable conditions and facilities, proper feed, sufficient water, and adequate shelter in a manner consistent with good horsemanship in the state of Tennessee. If Client's Horse has special requirements detailed in the Special Care section under Paragraph one (I) above, Stable will also provide the requested Special Care. Client shall reimburse Stable for any additional costs, fees, and/or expenses due to any Special Care.
5. Veterinary Care: During the term of this Contract, Stable is authorized to maintain and provide vaccinations, deworming, and other veterinary needs, including but not limited to emergency treatment, surgery, and breeding services, by the veterinarian of Stable's choice, at Stable's discretion and at Client's expense. Veterinary services and expenses will be billed directly to the Client by the veterinarian. Veterinarian expenses must be paid in full before a Horse will be released from Stable. Stable will attempt to contact Client and/or its insurer before authorizing any non-routine or emergency care if the health of the Horse will not be compromised thereby.

6. Farrier Care: Stable is authorized to maintain and provide adequate farrier care for the Horse, at Client's expense, using farrier of Stable's choice.

7. Insurance: The client acknowledges that Stable will not provide mortality, poison, or theft insurance on the Horse. If desired, the Client shall obtain all such coverage at Client's sole expense. Stable shall not be liable for any sickness, disease, astray, theft, death, or injury which may be suffered by the Horse. Stable shall not be liable for any other cause of action whatsoever arising out of or being connected in any way with training, boarding, hauling, breeding, or showing the horse.



8. Release and Indemnification for Damages - Client agrees to release, discharge, and hold Stable harmless from any damages, costs or expenses incurred by Client to his or her person or property, including the Horse, which occurs at or near Stable's place of business, with no exception whatsoever, including damages which are caused by Stable's alleged negligence. In addition, Stable agrees to indemnify and/or reimburse Stable for any damages, costs or expenses incurred by Stable as a result of any claim or demand made against Stable by any of Client's guests, invitees or licensees, for any damages, costs or expenses to their person or property, including damages which are caused by
Stable's alleged negligence.

9. Billings: Stable will bill the Client 15 days prior to due date for Service Program fees. Balances are due and payable within fifteen (15) days of the date of billing.  Interest at the rate of 1.5% monthly will be charged on all balances unpaid and overdue for thirty (30) days. Failure to pay an invoice within thirty (30) days shall constitute a default hereunder. In the event of default, Stable shall notify the Client of default at which time the agreement will be terminated. However, the Horse shall be returned to Client only in accordance with Paragraph 10 below.

10. Release: Client agrees that all outstanding balances due under this Agreement and incurred by Stable on Client's behalf shall be paid PRIOR TO RELEASE OF THE HORSE.  If a stallion owner asserts a contractual or statuary lien on Client's mare for stud fee, Client authorizes Stable to honor such stallion owner's demand that the mare not be released to Client until such lien is satisfied, and Client will continue to be responsible for board fees until the Horse is released. Client shall make arrangements for the Horse's release at least 48 hours in advance. Client is solely responsible for determining whether the horse is
sufficiently healthy to be moved and for obtaining any necessary blood test, vaccinations and health certificates, whether through Stable's veterinarians or otherwise. Upon removal of the Horse from its stall before loading the Horse for shipment, Client assumes full responsibility and releases Stable from any responsibility or liability for the Horse's health, soundness, breeding conditions, transportation, and care.

11. Lien: Client grants Stable a lien and security interest in the Horse to secure payment of all obligations and amounts due under this or any other contract with Stable. Stable may, at any time until all amounts due hereunder are fully paid, file a photocopy of this contract with the county and state in which it believes the Horse or foal are to be kept, or where the Client resides, and when so filed, the copy shall be effective as a financing statement as well as the security agreement. At any time the Client's balance is unpaid for more than thirty (30) days, or Client is otherwise in default of this or any other contract with Stable, Stable may foreclose its security interest in the Horse. Ten (10) days notice shall be deemed reasonable notice of any foreclosure sale. In the event that an invoice remains unpaid for more than 120 days, Client authorizes Stable to sell the Horse in a commercially reasonable manner. After satisfying any and all invoices, fees, and/or expenses incurred by Stable, Stable will forward the remaining net settlement proceeds to Client.

12. Limitation of Liability and Indemnification: Client acknowledges that the care, training, transportation, and showing of horses involve an inherent risk of injury, disease, and death to both the horses and people participating in these activities. Stable prides itself on providing the best possible care for their Clients' horses, but losses can occur despite the best of intensions. Therefore, Client agrees that Stable, its affiliates, representatives, officers, directors, agents, contractors, and employees (hereby collectively called Stable), SHALL NOT BE LIABLE for any sickness, disease, astray, theft, injury or death that may be suffered by any horse while in their custody; nor for any loss, damages, or injury arising out of or connected with breeding, boarding, conditioning, training, or any other services
pursuant in this contract. Client fully understands, authorizes, and assumes the special risk inherent in conditioning, training, swimming, breeding, and transporting horses, and acknowledges that mortality and other insurance is a Client's sole responsibility and remedy for any loss. ALL IMPLIED WARRANTIES, INCLUDING FITNESS, MERCHANTABILITY OR OTHERWISE AND ALL SPECIAL INCIDENTAL CONSEQUENCIAL DAMAGES ARE HEREBY EXCLUDED. Stable shall also not be
liable for any personal injury, disability, or death, which the Client or his agent, representatives, or family may receive while on Stable's premises or participating in any show or event off the premises. Client agrees to pay all expenses and attorney's fees incurred in defending any claims made against Stable for any loss covered by this paragraph.  Stable also shall not be responsible for stolen or broken tack or equipment owned by Client and in Stable's possession.

13. Non-assignability: Client may not assign any rights or delegate any duties under this contract without the written consent of Stable.

14. Waiver: No delay or failure by Stable to exercise any rights or remedy shall be deemed a waiver of that or any other right or remedy.

15. Waiver of Rights Under Consumer Protection Law: Client waives any and all rights and claims against Stable, with no exception whatsoever, arising out of the Unfair Trade Practice and Consumer Protection Law.

16. Waiver of Subrogation: Client waives any right of subrogation against Stable, its agents, and employees for any liability arising out of Stable's alleged negligence or Client's use or occupancy of the Premises. If Client's insurance policy requires an endorsement to provide for continued coverage where there is a waiver of subrogation, Client shall purchase the necessary endorsement.

17. Headings: The headings contained in this Agreement are for reference purposes only and shall not, in any way, affect the meaning or interpretation of any provision of this Lease.

18. Unenforceable Provisions: In the event that any part or provision of this Agreement is held to be unenforceable or void, the enforceability or validity of the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain unaffected.

19. Waiver of Trial by Jury: Client, its heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns, hereby irrevocably waives the right to a trial by jury in any litigation involving Client, its agents, employees, or assigns.

20. Governing Law: - This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Tennessee. The parties agree that the Court of Common Pleas of Coffee County, Tennessee will have jurisdiction and venue over any dispute arising out of this Agreement or related matters.

21. Statute of Limitations: Client must file any and all claims against Stable arising out of this Agreement within one year of the date the cause of action accrues or arises.  Otherwise, the claim shall be time-barred. In addition, Client agrees that in no event shall Stable be liable to Client for any amount in excess of the total amount of fees paid by Client to Stable during the calendar year during the term in which the claim arises.
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22. Payments to Stable: Unless otherwise stated herein, Client agrees that each monthly payment required herein must be made by personal check. In the event that the Client pays to the Stable an amount less than the full amount of any invoice, interest, or other amounts due under this Agreement, Stable's acceptance of this payment shall not be deemed to be an accord and satisfaction and is without prejudice to Stable's right to recover the unpaid balance of the invoice, interest, or other amounts due under the terms of this Agreement.

23. Endorsement or Writings on Checks: In the event that Client includes any writing, endorsement or other statements on any check (or letters which accompany any such check) presented to Stable for payment of an invoice, interest, or other amounts due under this Agreement, Stable's acceptance of this payment shall not be deemed to be an accord and satisfaction and is without prejudice to Stable's right to recover the unpaid balance of any outstanding invoice, interest, or other amounts due under the terms of this Agreement.

24. Default: If there is a default in payment of any invoice, interest, or a breach by Client of any of the terms of this Agreement, and Stable files a lawsuit to collect said damages, then Client agrees to pay to Stable reasonable attorney's fees and court costs in addition to the damage award.

25. Final Agreement: This Agreement represents the final agreement between the parties and supersedes any prior written or oral agreements between the parties. This Agreement may not be contradicted by evidence of prior or contemporaneous oral agreements. This Agreement may not be modified except in writing signed by the parties hereto.
